Bill S801 – A bill to waive charges for humanitarian care provided by the Dept of Veterans Affairs to family members accompanying veterans severely injured after Sep 11, 2001, as they receive medical care from the Department & to provide assistance to family caregivers.  This bill has been tabled.

The VA has increased the Agent Orange Illnesses Presumptions list.  Added conditions are:  Hairy cell leukemia, Parkinson’s disease and ischemic heart disease.  This raises to 15 the total number of “presumed” service-connected illnesses the VA considers linked to Agent Orange. The VA published a list of ‘blue-water’ vessels that operated inland, during Vietnam naval operations.  A new initiative to collect data on Vietnam naval operations to assist with development in Haas-related disability claims based on herbicide exposure from Navy Veterans.
